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Evaluation of the 2006/07 PD Days
The overall satisfaction of attendees stayed the same at very good (almost excellent). There was significant increase in satisfaction with pre-event activities i.e. notification, registration and breakfast of 17% and participants rated the speakers as excellent. Overall satisfaction with individual activities climbed by 8%.
What was really exciting for us was that by moving webcast participants into hotels with high speed internet, overall satisfaction increased by 27%! Overall we went from fair in many areas to very good. 
Participants also clearly indicated in almost all cases that they had gained some insights they could use at the office. Only three participants indicated that they had not learned something new.
In response to the slightly lower evaluations on the workshops, we are changing the focus of these group discussions. Instead of examining “where are you today, and where should you be in the future”, participants will be asked to analyze the day’s topic in terms of contributing and detracting factors. 

As the registration process continues to remain onerous, FMI Ontario Chapter decided to use the services of an on-line registration company. FMI is looking forward to hearing feedback on how this new system works.

Finally, FMI Ontario would be pleased to accept suggestions for topics for the 2008/09 professional development days.
