Background

He recently assisted in development of the British Columbia government’s new Energy Plan. Bruce also has a strong external focus and sits on a wide range of boards and committees, including the Energy Council of Canada, the International Centre for Sustainable Cities, Fuel Cells Canada, and the Power Technology Alliance.
