Each year, up to five scholarships valued at $2,500 each will be awarded to students currently enrolled in an accounting, finance, or business program at a recognized Ontario college or university who show an interest in working in financial management within the public sector upon graduation.

The process for applying remains unchanged. All interested applicants are required to submit a 500 word essay.  The 2011/12 essay topic centers on financial and non-financial analysis. Students are required to: 
Explain the difference between financial and non financial analysis and why both are important for decision making by senior officials in the public sector.
Applicants will also be required to submit a current resume detailing academic and professional history (including volunteer and extra-curricular activities), a current academic transcript, and must submit two references (one from a current fmi*igf member if possible).  
Applicants who are interested are encouraged to refer to the fmi*igf Ontario Chapter website (www.fmiontario.ca) for more information.  Applications are due no later than March 30, 2012 and scholarship winners will be notified on or before May 4th.  Award recipients will also be invited to our final Professional Development Day held in late May in Toronto, to be presented with their award.
